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4th IFAF Flag Football World Cup 2008 
 
 
Football Canada is proud to host the Flag Football National Invitational Qualifying 
Tournament on the 24 and 25 of May at the Campus du Fort St-Jean in Quebec.  
The objective of the tournament is to select the men’s and women’s senior 
national teams to represent Canada at the 4th IFAF Flag Football World Cup 2008 
in St-Jean-Sur-Richelieu in July 25-28, 2008.  
 
 
“National Invitational Qualifying Tournament” will host a maximum of 12 teams of 
10 players (plus one coach) that will be selected for each of the men’s and 
women’s categories. Participants must be of the age of 19 or older as of January 
1, 2008.  Interested teams must complete and return the attached forms along 
with the inscription fees no later than Thursday, May 8.   
 
The cost to participate in the Flag Football National Invitation Qualifying 
Tournament is $200.00 for members of Football Canada and $300.00 for non-
members.  Each team is guaranteed to play a minimum of 3 games.  Saturday, 
May 24 will serve as a round-robin tournament with elimination competition being 
held on Sunday, May 25.  The winning men’s and women’s teams will be invited 
to represent Canada and will be asked to commit to representing Canada at the 
4th IFAF Flag Football World Cup.   
 
The inscription fees to participate in the IFAF World Cup will be covered for both 
Canadian teams by Football Canada. These fees cover all WC costs at the host 
site.  Travel costs will be the responsibility of each team. The International 
Federation of American Football (IFAF) 5 on 5 flag football rules will be used 
during the tournament and can be viewed at www.ifaf.info  
 
Registration to compete in the “National Invitational Qualifying Tournament” must 
reach Football Canada no later than May 8, 2008. The completed form must be 
accompanied by a cheque made payable to Football Canada. Registration fee are 
non-refundable. Participating teams in the Flag Football National Invitational 
Qualifying Tournament are responsible for their own travel, meals and 
accommodations.
